 Cover with plastic wrap and heat for about four and a half minutes (for 500w microwave ovens)
③Once the mixture is heated, place the dough on a wet towel and knead well
④Return the dough to the microwave-safe bowl, cover with plastic wrap and heat for about three and a half minutes (for 500w microwave ovens)
⑤Once the dough is heated, poke it with a wooden pestle, then knead by hand until smooth.
⑥Split the dough into eight parts, insert the red bean paste, and wrap each in a kashiwa leaf once they are cool.
